Greetings once again. I am very pleased and happy to inform you that the on-going In-Country Technology Foresight Project, a joint undertaking between the Philippine Council for Advanced Science and Technology Research and Development (PCASTRD) of the Department of Science and Technology (DOST) and the Technology Management Foundation, Inc., an adjunct institution of the Technology Management Center (TMC) of the University of the Philippines, recently held and successfully concluded the very first (in the country and in the ASEAN region) Scenario Planning Workshop at the University Hotel in UP Diliman, Quezon City, Philippines, on 10 June 2004.

The Workshop is one among two major activities (the other being the Technology Roadmapping Workshop) of this project which is entitled “Developing Human Resource Capability and Absorption Towards the Creation of Technology Champions in Key Industries: Electronics”,  This 6-month project was launched on 15 March 2004 and is now well into its fourth month of progressive implementation. 

A total of 14 high level representatives from the academe (UP, Mapua, La Salle, Ateneo), government (BOI and DTI), and two major industry associations (EAPI and SEIPI) actively participated in the Scenario Planning Workshop. The participants agreed on the focal issue of the workshop, which is to develop “Capable Electronics/Semiconductor Professionals who can be Absorbed by the Electronics Industry to Create Technology Champions”. With the information support of an Environmental Scan and Identification of Key Issues prepared by the project team, the participants then proceeded to work towards the development of three (3) scenarios of the Philippine electronics industry by the year 2015.

These three scenarios will be further fine-tuned by the project team in preparation for the next major project activity, the Technology Roadmapping Workshop.  From here on, the Assessment of Implications of Scenarios for Strategic Planning will be done in preparation for the presentation of the results and recommendations of the project for the concerned government administrators and policymakers.
